SECOND NOTICE AND CALL FOR PAPERS

Dear colleagues:

The V World Congress on Mummy Studies is only one year away and we are looking forward to having you with us in Turin. Mummy research has presented new and exciting challenges in the past two years since we met in Greenland and the 2004 meeting will be a wonderful academic opportunity for learning and discussing about new findings and theories.

The World Congress on Mummy Studies encompasses all aspects of research dealing with preserved human and animal bodies, skeletal remains, and cultural issues that are pertinent to the understanding of ancient human biology and funerary practices. Sophisticated new technologies are constantly being applied to these ancient remains in order to develop ways of research that will generate more information while simultaneously helping to preserve the specimens under study. The aim of the Congress is to bring together researchers working in different fields in different countries to exchange information and discuss in-depth the topic of mummified remains. The scope ranges from research problems and limitations with mummified and skeletal remains to conservation and the application of highly sophisticated technology in mummy research, such as DNA analysis and non-invasive 3D computerized imaging.

Your contribution is essential for the success of the World Congress on Mummy Studies. The following sessions will cover a good number of topics: 1. Opening symposium: Italian Mummies; 2. Frozen Mummies, Desert Mummies and Bog Bodies; 3. Paleopathology and Paleoparasitology; 4. Applied Technologies (hair studies, DNA, computerized imaging, paleodiet, etc); 5. Conservation of Mummies and Museums; 6. Mummification Methods and Animal Mummies; 7. Funerary Archaeology; 8. Free Communications; 9. Poster Presentations.

The Free Communications session will be organized by topics according to the papers presented.

Format of presentations and official language

The official language of the Congress is English. There will be NO simultaneous translation. Speakers will have 15 minutes plus 3 minutes for questions. In your Abstract Form, please make sure to indicate the type of visual and/or audiovisual equipment you will require for your presentation. If presenting a video, please indicate if your tape comes in a format different from the European PAL system. Also be advised that video or DVD presentations may require special arrangements. For PowerPoint users it is suggested that photographic images NOT be scanned at high resolution in order to keep downloading times at a minimum.

Abstract not to exceed 150 words, single spaced, Times New Roman font 12 with 2.5cm margins. No references, figures or tables.

f.
Required equipment: Slide projectors (1 or 2 side by side); PowerPoint; Transparencies Projector; Video or DVD (PAL or American).
